SUNSHINE GUIDE TO THE ISLAND OF ST. THOMAS, U. S. VIRGIN ISLANDS

LOCATION: The U. S. Virgin Islands are located to the east of the larger island of Puerto Rico, in the waters between the North Atlantic Ocean and the
Caribbean Sea. St. Thomas is the second largest of some 75 islands and rocks that make up the U. S. portion of this group. St. Thomas is about 13 miles long by
up to less than 4 miles wide, and covers some thirty-two square miles. Crown Mountain rises to some 1,555 feet above sea level in the western part of the island.
The major city and administrative center of the U. S. Virgin Islands is Charlotte Amalie.

COMMENTS: Bright sunshine is likely on 75% of the year’s daylight hours. This might range from a “low” of 70% in May, to a high of 80% in March. The
year’s lowest temperature should be close to 66°, and the highest should be near 96°. Sensible afternoon temperatures (the ones you feel) will be significantly
warmer than actual ones—particularly during the warmer weather. The prevailing winds are the Trade Winds, and they blow with remarkable steadiness out of
the eastern quarter of the compass. They tend to be strongest in late morning or early afternoon, and weakest in the wee hours of the night. Superimposed on
these winds are a lesser regime of land and sea breezes along the coasts (but not extending very far inland). The hurricane season runs from June through
November, with St. Thomas most likely to have one of these storms pass by in the August through early October period. These storms usually move from the
southeast to the northwest, but the major path is north of the islands. Early warning systems are excellent.
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
